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1. You must be registered members of the parish and actually attending and involved here. Enrollment in the school does not constitute attendance and participation in this parish community. Sacraments are a community celebration and must be received in the parish where the family attends Sunday Mass weekly.

2. The child must have attended Religious Education classes the school year (1st grade) prior to the sacraments year (2nd grade) unless your child is a student at St Philip Neri School.

3. If you are transferring here from another parish in or out of state we need a letter from your former pastor stating you were indeed a member of his parish and in good standing there.

4. One or both parent(s) must be Catholics in good standing and:

a. attending Mass every weekend and holy days of obligation; child must be attending with you. (School Mass doesn’t count.)

b. receiving the sacraments regularly.

c. have marriage recognized and blessed by the Roman Catholic Church: 

i.  If either you or your spouse or both are in a second marriage, your first marriage must be annulled by the Catholic Church otherwise the Church doesn’t recognize the second marriage as a valid marriage.

ii.  If you are living together without the Sacrament of Marriage or married before a   justice of the peace or even a minister of another Christian denomination your marriage isn’t recognized by the Church.

   ***If there is an issue with your marriage please see me/Father in private.  The ministry staff of St. Philip Neri is here to help you.

5. If your child has not been baptized in the Roman Catholic Church, please see me as soon as possible.  He/she must be enrolled in a class for Baptism.  If your child is being baptized, we need a copy of his/her birth certificate.

6. Parent(s) are to attend mandatory classes** on both the sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist while the child is studying those sacraments.  This is a refresher on adult theology so you can properly help your child with his/her studies.  Absence from classes by either the parent(s) or the child (unless for a serious reason) may result in delaying the reception of First Sacraments until the following year.  If your child is preparing for First Reconciliation and Eucharist, you must provide a copy of his/her baptismal certificate. 

** Parent(s) who have taken these classes within the past four years are exempt from the classes with the exception of a few which are informational meetings for all parents.
